· GCMD Keywords Community Guide – Tyler reported that the 3rd internal review has been completed.  Issues brought up by comments from the internal review -- How often will the GCMD keywords changes get released?  They will get released as appropriate – whenever the keywords change. No reason to wait for bi-annual releases.  The mention of the enumerated keywords in the document – need more context and explanation of what they are and how they are used in CMR and that most of these will have internal review.  Tyler will send the Word version of the document to Steve later today.   Steve noted that he will send the document around for an ESDIS review.   Steve noted that the ESDIS review will last until the end of May.
· UMM document status – Katie and Erich reported on the status of the UMM documents.  The C, G, and Common are still being revised.  But the revisions should be completed by the end of April.  Then may need an another round of internal reviews before the ESO review.  UMM-S is completed and don’t expect any further revisions  before the May ESO review.
· UMM-Visualization – Matt C is doing use cases and figuring what needs to be in there.  He will discuss at the summer ESIP meeting in July.   UMM-V will start being worked on in August by the CMR team.
· UMM-P is very closely related to UMM-V.  Chris Lynnes will be consulted for UMM-P.
· MMT Requirements – Kathy had internal reviews in Jan-March.  Changes to this document expected when the GCMD is integrated into CMR.  Next round for MMT is May 15th when the GUI design initial implementation gets released.  May do an another  internal review of the MMT then.
· Elli discussed the Earthdata CMR page.  Elli will revise the page to make the page an advertisement for CMR.  The CMR earthdata page is completely public – no URS credentials required to view this page.
· Allan and Yonsook will work with Elli to revise the CMR wiki page which is targeted to CMR stakeholders which includes staff from all the EOSDIS data centers.  URS credentials are required to view the CMR wiki page.
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
