Discussion:
· Status of the ESO review of the 4 UMM documents – review will be closing at COB today.  Generally, light level of comments over the 4 documents, particularly the UMM-S.  The review comments will be responded to – to accept, reject, or hold for later.  The review comments that will be held for future revisions will be entered into Jira.  All 4 documents will be revised in response to the accepted review comments and then baselined. 
· GCMD keywords future reviews – Tyler has sent Yonsook the list of science topics for GCMD science keywords.  Yonsook and Steve will be working to augment the list of experts for the science topics for future science keywords reviews.  
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Yonsook pointed out one of the review comments received for UMM-Common about the science keywords (copied here in green block)
· I think we need to make any major Science Keywords work or reconciliation be use-case-driven. For instance, one of the main use cases is for faceted browse in the Earthdata search client, the modern day equivalent of a hierarchical navigation.  Unfortunately, there are structural issues in the keyword hierarchy that make this problematic.  For instance, "Ozone" shows up at two different levels, VariableLevel1 and VariableLevel2. Also the depth of the hierarchy is uneven, so at the VariableLevel3 level, it looks like EOSDIS is mostly full of data about whales, bears, foxes, deer, otters, etc.  This made sense in the old days when you could only get there by hierarchical traversal, but if you make the mistake of opening that facet first, it gives a pretty skewed picture of EOSDIS.
· In addition, we have other use cases that need the keywords, such as the Relevancy Ranking use case, which needs the ability to look up a user's search word to find out if the dataset contains a parameter/measurement that matches.  Some of the Science keywords fit this, but many do not and again, we have the problem that the hierarchy is uneven, so it's unclear exactly which keywords to search for that.
· It could be that the keywords can be leveraged for the above use cases with rework, or that we need a brand-new entity ("measurement") to cover it, but let's make this call with the actual use cases in mind.
· The CMR team needs to start thinking about the use of science keywords in CMR – and whether the GMCD keywords should be modified.  Need to start thinking about this for the short term and long term.
· The GCMD Keyword Community Guide –Yonsook noted that ESO will be preparing for future science keywords reviews.  Will need a list of science topics and the list of “experts” for each science topic from the GCMD team.  We will start building a list of experts for each science topic by getting volunteers from the data centers to supplement the current list of science keywords reviewers.
· Erich noted that the UMM-P and UMM-V background work is making progress through Ed and Matt C.  He will be checking with them.
· Elli Pauli discussed the status of the new live CMR wiki page and the CMR earthdata page.   We will include a topic of the webpages update to the end of each CMR SE tag up – and the identified individuals can stay on after the other agenda topics are completed to discuss the webpages updates.  The individuals may be different with each tag up – depending on the info that Elli needs or needs reviewed.
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
