Action Items : 
· July 5 – GCMD team to add the new keywords contained in V 8.3 on June 17th, and the new keywords contained in V8.4 on July 1) to the GCMD vetted list and integrated with KMS.   The keywords in V8.1, 8.2, and 8.3 that modify an existing keyword and would then require modifications in the metadata by the data providers – these modified keywords will be released at a later data after discussion with the data centers who will be affected. 
· July 5 - The GCMD team will send out announcements informing the community of the new set of keywords. The GCMD Forum wiki page will be updated with the information about the new sets of keywords after each release.  The announcements will reference the GCMD Forum wiki page.
· July 5 – Andy and Steve will provide status of the revision of the GCMD Keywords Community Guide.
· July 5 – Dana Shum will send an email, describing under what conditions a CMR Concept ID will change.

Discussion:
· Yonsook noted that the team wiki page has been renamed “CMR Project Home”.  We will continue to use the same email list because lists.nasa.gov is not accepting any more new email lists.
· Tyler reported that the new science keywords in  Version 8.1 of the GCMD keywords have been integrated into KMS.  The new science keywords in version 8.2 and 8.3 will be integrated on June 17th and July 1st.  The keywords in 8.1, 8.2, and 8.3 that modify an existing keyword and would then require modifications in the metadata by data providers – these modified keywords will be released at a later date after discussion with the data centers.  Andy and the GCMD team will discuss the strategy to discuss with the data centers who will be affected.  Then announcements will be sent out.  The info will be updated in the GCMD Keywords Forum wiki page as well.
· Steve and Andy have revised the GCMD Keywords Community Guide document and have passed to the ESO team to review and revise.  Yonsook will send Steve and Andy the revised document by June 23rd for their review. 
· Erich provided updated status on the UMM-Vis document.  The “internal” review by couple of experts, Katie Baynes and Matt Cechini , has been completed.  Erich is revising the document in response to their comments.  
· Metadata reconciliation – Erich reported that ASDC and PODAAC are working to ingest their metadata into CMR.  Both these data centers are building new systems. All other data centers have their metadata reconciliation completed.
· Metadata Curation status – A small group (Dana, Andy, Ted, EED, etc) are meeting to determine what needs to be done to the  CMR metadata to improve it (eg. Use GCMD keywords).  A list of items and rough schedule will be produced after some discussions.
· Elli and Andy discussed the cleanup of the Earthdata and wiki pages.  Permanent material and documents will reside on Earthdata.  Work in progress will live on the wiki pages.  Andy discussed the developer’s portal that will be developed for Earthdata.  Well curated technical documentation will be accessible from the Developer’s Portal.  The initial version of the Developer’s Portal will be released by Sept 30th (or around there) and the full functional version will be released towards the end of this calendar year.
· GEOSS Data Core – what CMR field is this information mapped to?  This is still being worked on.
· Dana reported on the CMR Dev status.  The location keywords (facetted) are in place.  The CMR CSW (for collections) has completed implementation.  Doug will be testing with a few from the GCMD team (Thomas Cherry).
· Dana noted that CMR has had intermittent outages the past several weeks.  The problems have been resolved.  CMR will be more stable in the future.
· CWIC tagging status – Michael Morahan has completed that.  However there were some datasets whose Concept ID had changed and led to a discrepancy between the CMR tagging and the IDN Mapping Tables.  Under what conditions can the Concept ID change?  Dana will confirm and send email describing under what conditions the CMR Concept IDs can change.
