· Jan 10 – Steve Berrick will send announcement of the new baselined versions of UMM-C and UMM-Common to the DAAC managers and to the CMR-announce email lists.

Discussion:
· Elli has published the newly baselined versions of UMM-C and UMM-Common documents on their landing pages on the CMR webpages.  Erich noted that the high level descriptions of the changes to the documents are contained in the change log.  
· Steve Berrick will send an email announcement to the DAAC managers and to the CMR announce email lists in early January.
· Will there be webinars to discuss the details of the changes to both documents?  No – these documents are expected to change again as a result of the metadata curation meetings this spring  (Feb, April?) with data centers.  After the next set of changes, plans will be made for webinars to explain the changes.

The GCMD team will have the next version of the review package completed and installed on the wiki before 12/23.  ESO staff will take this version and try an another dry run with the GHRC staff members.  Katie Baynes will be running a dry run at the metadata session at the Jan ESIP meeting.  After these dry runs, feedback will be provided to the GCMD team who will make final revision to the GCMD Keywords Review package before the first ESO review takes place.
· Dana reported that Simon Cantrell is revising the UMM-Variables and the UMM-Services documents.  The driver for these changes is to update the schemas that will result from UMM-Var and UMM-S.  
· Steve Berrick reported on the CMR Developer’s Portal.  Much more information will be added to the portal, resulting in some design changes on how this information is structured and presented.  Additional code examples and more best practices documents (especially HDF) and additional types of documents will be added.  Chris Lynnes is helping to identify what additional information is needed.  
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
