· Michael Morahan reported on the FedEO collection metadata ingestion into the GCMD/CMR.  He has sent an error report to the FedEO team.  Waiting for them to respond but it’s vacation season in Europe.
· CMR Life Cycle document needs to be updated.  When this was first written,  just wanted to keep it very high level and explain the change request process at a high level.  With the experience we’ve now had revising the UMM documentation set and metadata curation, we can add more details of the change process as needed.  Steve Berrick and Valerie Dixon will review this document and discuss a way forward to revise this document at the next CMR Project tag up.
· Tyler reported on the SWEET status.  
· SWEET will be maintained by ESIP via a group of volunteers. 
· Initial efforts will focus on developing a governance model, organizing the SME groups, and determining what areas of the ontology to tackle first.

· GCMD has been in discussion with L. Mcgibbney (SWEET lead) on some improvements to the KMS API to make it easier for SWEET and GCMD KMS linkages in the future.
