Action Items : 
· Sept 4 – Elli to create a map of the CMR documentation and wiki pages to use as a reference to discuss the CMR Life Cycle document at the Sept 5th telecon

Discussion:
· Valerie Dixon discussed the status of the CMR Life Cycle document.  There is a need to update the guiding processes we currently use.  Steve Berrick noted that we need to keep this document high level enough so that we don’t need to update this more than once a year.  
· Elli will produce a map of all the CMR documents, including those available through the Developer’s Portal.  Also include in the map the wiki pages where changes can be requested by the community.  We will take a look at the maps and use that as a reference to start discussions on the details of the guiding processes we currently use to request changes and make updates to the documents.  
· Michael Morahan reported that the ESA team is still working on revising their collection metadata records.   
· Chris Lynnes is working with PO.DAAC to improve their granule metadata with more and better info.  However, some of the granule data is vector data.  Katie Baynes noted that the UMM-G document does not support vector data.  Erich Reiter noted that the UMM-G has been updated since the last ESO public review.  However, the team is holding off on reviewing the next version of UMM-G in order to give time for DAACs to catch up to the current UMM-G baseline.  The ARC team has been working with the DAACs to help them do that.  
· Valerie asked when will UMM-G be incorporated into CMR.  That will happen later.
· Katie noted that PO.DAAC needs to document exactly what to do with vector metadata.  That can be documented in UMM documentation in the future.
